2) CREATING YOUR BRA*
Use a new, padded 36C bra with underwire as a design base.
+ The front, back, both straps and sides of the bra MUST be completely covered (using fabric, paint, baubles, etc).
+ Choose non-perishable decorations. Do not stitch the back of the bra closed.
+ Each bra must have a tag attached which includes: name of artist, the bra title, a contact number and an email address.
+ Each bra must be accompanied by a paragraph (250 words or less) on what inspired the creation. Please provide
typed paragraph on a single letter-sized sheet of paper with bra title at top of page.
